V. Updates and Strategic Topics
A. Treasurer’s Report (Marney)

1. Marney provided an update on the ORCA bank statement.  ORCA has a balance of $63,075.16.  
2. Current balance for the Oregon Counseling Foundation, a 501 c (3), is $1.333.02  

3. OACES bank balance is $ 1597.58.

1. OCDA:  President, Greg Flores—no report
1. 2. OACES: President, Joel Lane—no report
B. Committees and Executive Council

1. Public Policy & Advocacy:  Larry Conner—see attached report
1. Larry reported that COPACT is expecting to evaluate over 200 bills that will have an effect on mental health services and LPCs/LMFTs.
2. Three issues identified that COPACT will be working on are Network Adequacy bill from the Insurance Division, Reimbursement Bill from Social Workers, and Integration of Mental Health care into Medical Homes Bill from the Psychologists.  

3. There was discussion among board members regarding the support of a bill to prohibit any mental health professional from practicing therapy that seeks to redirect or alter a person’s sexual orientation or gender identity if that person is younger than 18.

2. Membership:  Chris Boothby/CJ Strauss---see attached report

1. CJ reported that membership is down from the last report by about 100 members due to the fact that these members have not paid to renew their membership. 
2. There was discussion among the board members with an agreement to conduct a membership phone drive in the future.  Suggested time frame is during the Spring.

3. Fall Conference:  Sarah Lebo/Candace Elliot-no report
1. Marney reported that profit for the fall conference in 2014 was about $10,000.
2. There will be information on the ORCA website regarding the 2015 Fall Conference within the next week.

3. There was discussion among the board members regarding offering graduate students a reduced rate for attendance at the conference.  It was also suggested that ORCA offer events at the conference that would be specifically for the graduate students.

4. Marney reported that Dominick Robertson, Past President, is planning to advertise the fall conference to schools in California since the conference will be held in Southern Oregon. 

4. Graduate Students:  Jenny Pugh—see attached report

1. Jenny announced a graduate student event at Multnomah University to be held on March 7, 2015.  
2. New graduate school representatives are needed for George Fox University and OSU Cascades campus.
